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Some churches prefer to keep 
the Easter vigil very early on 
the Sunday morning instead 
of the Saturday night, particu-
larly Protestant churches, to 
reflect the gospel account of 

the women coming to the 
tomb at dawn on the first day 
of the week. These services 
are known as the Sunrise ser-
vice and often occur in out-
door setting such as the 
church cemetery, yard, or a 
nearby park. 

The first recorded "Sunrise 
Service" took place in 1732 
among the Single Brethren in 
the Moravian Congregation at 
Herrnhut, Saxony, in what is 
now Germany. Following an 
all-night vigil they went be-
fore dawn to the town grave-
yard, God's Acre, on the hill 
above the town, to celebrate 

the Resurrection among the 
graves of the departed. This 
service was repeated the fol-
lowing year by the whole 
congregation and subse-
quently spread with the Mora-
vian Missionaries around the 
world. The most famous 
"Moravian Sunrise Service" is 
in the Moravian Settlement 
Old Salem in Winston-Salem, 
North Carolina. The beautiful 
setting of the Graveyard, 
God's Acre, the music of the 
Brass Choir numbering 500 
pieces, and the simplicity of 
the service attract thousands 
of visitors each year.

Youth camp is unique at Falls 
Creek, with more than 100 
churches a week coming to 
camp.  Most students come to 
camp for around $110.00 a 
week, because there is a low 
program fee and all meals are 
provided by the churches in 
their cabins.  Churches either 
own a cabin, or rent a cabin 
from a church that does own 
one.

KBA is a Christian camp 
owned and operated by the 
Southern Baptist Churches 
of the 5 associations of 
Southeastern Okla-
homa.  KBA was founded 
in 1942 and dedicated to 

by individual churches 
with over 2,000 beds on 
the campground, with each 
of the cabins having its 
own kitchen and dining 
area.  Originally, the sum-
mer camp was a two week 
meeting once each 
year.  Now, KBA is a year-
round facility that features 
10 weeks of summer camp 
beginning in May and go-
ing until the first of Au-
gust.   
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Super Summer Oklahoma began in 
1986 as a training opportunity for youth 
ministers to bring Christian young peo-
ple who were interested in advancing 
their personal spiritual growth in disci-
plines and evangelism.  
Since that early beginning, the interest 
in Super Summer has spiked. Super 
Summer has moved from a 1 week 
training event to become a 3 week pre-
mier training camp Hosted at Oklahoma 
Baptist University in Shawnee, OK. 
Super Summer Oklahoma had over 
2000 participants in 2009 and promises 
to continue growth as the need for stu-
dent leaders intensifies.  
Super Summer Oklahoma is an inde-
pendent camp. It is staffed by the youth 
ministers of Oklahoma and operated by 
a Board of Directors. God continues to 
prompt Super Summer Oklahoma to 
provide a cutting edge vision and re-
source to churches and youth pastors 
that will effectively explode this gen-
eration of Christian teens into a world 
that desperately needs salvation, hope 
and a holy cause to follow.
